THAT the sessional fee for a full-time student on the St. George campus be
increased to $84.27 ($16.87 for a part-time student), which represents a year
over year increase of $1.63 ($0.33 for a part time student) or 1.97% (resulting
from the elimination of a 2013-14 three-year temporary increase, a permanent
increase of 2% and a temporary increase of 6.26%); and

THAT the sessional fee for a full-time student at UTM or UTSC be increased
to $2.59 ($0.52 for a part-time student), which represents a year over year
increase of $0.05 ($0.01 for a part time student) or 1.97 % (resulting from the
elimination of a 2013-14 three-year temporary increase, a permanent increase
of 2% and a temporary increase of 6.26%).
